ROMAN  CALENDAR  NOTES  SERIES:  JANUARY  (The Season of Christmas – Year B) 
January 01  Monday: The Octave Day of Christmas. Solemnity of Mary the Mother of God  

January 02  Basil the Great, 379, hermit who became bishop of Caesarea; noted for his learning; foe  

                    of Arianism; wrote the  rule on monasticism; source of Eucharistic Prayer IV; considered one  

                   of the four great doctors of the Church. Or Gregory Nazianzen, 390; Patriarch of  

                   Constantinople; noted for his knowledge of Sacred Scripture; called Theologus for his  

                   outstanding teaching abilities and eloquence.    

January 03  The Most Holy Name of Jesus 

January 04  Saint Elizabeth Ann Seton – 1821 Elizabeth Seton was married and had five children. After the death  

                    of her husband, she converted to Catholicism. She established her first Catholic school in  

                    Baltimore in 1808 and in 1809 became the foundress of the first congregation for women  

                    religious in USA, the Sisters of Charity, devoted primarily to the education of the poor and  

                    teaching in parochial schools. She is the first native born citizen canonized (1975).  

January  05 Saint John Neumann, Bishop (USA), 1860; missionary from Bohemia; C.SS.R.; Bishop of  

                    Philadelphia; known for his holiness and learning; promoter of parochial schools; authorized two  

                   German Catechisms; first American Bishop canonized (1977).   

January 06 Saint Andre Bessette, religious (USA) 6 Jan. 1937. Kown as healer and “miracle man of  

                   Montreal” where he found the Oratory of St. Joseph.   

January 07  Sunday: The Epiphany of the Lord Discuss the visit of the Magi 

                    St. Raymond of Penyafort, 1275; priest; second master general after St. Dominic; noted for  

                  work on penance; patron of canonists and lawyers.   

January 08 Monday: The Baptism of the Lord. Discuss the importance of our baptism and our baptismal call to  

                   holiness. Conclusion of the Christmas Season and beginning of Ordinary Time.  
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ROMAN  CALENDAR  NOTES  SERIES:  JANUARY  (Continued) 

January 09 Ordinary Time begins and continues through Tuesday February 13th, the day before Ash Wednesday  

                   and the beginning of the Lenten season. It will resume when the Easter season ends, that is, on  

                   Monday, 21 May, the day following Pentecost. Apart from those seasons having their own distinctive  

                   character, there  remains the yearly cycle – those weeks that do not celebrate a  specific mystery in  

                   Christ. Rather, especially on Sundays, they are devoted to the mystery of Christ in all its fullness. This  

                   period is known as Ordinary Time and the liturgical color is green. 

January 13 Saint Hilary of Pointers 367, Bishop, Doctor of the Church. Leading opponent of Arianism in  

                   the west; most noted work: De Trinitate.       

January 14 Second Sunday in Ordinary Time   

January 15 Birth of Martin Luther King, Jr. celebrated in the USA. A celebrated leader/prophet to end racial  

                  discrimination.  Prayers for the end of racial discrimination or for the preservation of peace and justice  

                  would be appropriate. 

January 17 Saint Anthony, abbot, 356;  hermit and early founder of religious life; called “Patriarch of Monks,”  

                   aided St. Athanasius in combating Arianism. 

January 20 Saint Fabian, pope, martyr; 250 under Decius; layman elected bishop of Rome in 236; an  

                   “incomparable man, the glory of whose death corresponds with the holiness of his life.” 

                   Saint Sebastian, martyr; 288? At Rome under Diocletian; chief of the Praetorian cohort whose  

                   acta tell of him pierced by arrows, later being clubbed to death; patron of archers, soldiers,  

                   and police associations.  

January 21  Third Sunday in Ordinary Time.  

                   Agnes, virgin, martyr, beginning 4th c. Martyred under Diocletian at the age of 12. Patroness of  

                   Christian virtue. Confronted by political and social violence; represented with a martyr’s palm and a  

                   lamb;  Her name in Latin agnus means lamb; the wool from two lambs blessed today will be  

                   used to make pallia which are presented by the  pope to metropolitans on 29 June; name  

                   mentioned in the Roman Canon.  

January 22 Monday *(USA) On this anniversary of the Supreme Court decision Roe vs. Wade (1973), today  

                    shall be observed in all dioceses of the United States as a particular day of penance for violations to  

                    the dignity of the human person committed through acts of abortion, and of prayer for the full  

                    restoration of the legal guarantee of the right to life. A day of Prayer for the Legal Protection of  

                    Unborn Children. 

January 23 Saint Vincent, deacon, martyr (early 4th c. in the persecution of Diocletian at Valencia).  

                   Saint Marianne, virgin (USA) 1918; a religious of the Sisters of St. Francis of Syracuse, NY;  

                   known for her charitable work and virtuous deeds. For 35 years she cared for the lepers on the  

                   Island of Molokai. She was canonized by Pope Benedict on 21 October 2012. 

January 24 Saint Francis de Sales, 1622 bishop, doctor of the Church.  

January 25 The Conversion of Saint Paul, Apostle – Read, discuss, or dramatize the conversion of St. Paul  

                   from Acts of the Apostles 9:1-20 

January 26 Saints Timothy and Titus, bishops. (1st c.); companions of Paul and overseers of the Churches   

                   of Ephesus and Crete, respectively; recipients of the so-called  pastoral epistles. 

January 27 Saint Angela Merci, virgin, 1540 at Brescia; orphaned at ten; foundress of the Ursulines, the first  

                   teaching Order especially for poor young girls.

                   St. Thomas Aquinas, O.P. 1274; priest and doctor of the Church. – He was a teacher and prolific writer  

                   and was especially renowned for his philosophical and theological studies (Summa Theologica) Patron 

                  of Catholic schools, colleges and universities, philosophers, and  theologians.  

January 28  Beginning of Catholic Schools Week January 28 to February 3. 

January 31Saint John Bosco priest 1888; founded the Salesians; dedicated to educating youth and a pioneer in  

                 vocation training.  He was born in 1815 in Turin, Italy. He had a very difficult childhood and so once  

                 ordained to the priesthood, he dedicated himself to the education of the young.

SAINT ELIZABETH ANN SETON: BALTIMORE BLESSED DV 61187   JH-A 

This is the story of how Saint Elizabeth Ann Seton solidified her vocation in Baltimore 

to become the United States' first native-born Catholic saint. She was born in 1774 and 

married Willim Seton in 1794 and they reared five children amid suffering and sickness. 

After her husband died she made her profession of faith in the Catholic Church. She 

established her first Catholic school in Baltimore in 1808; in 1809 she established a 

religious community in Emmetsburg, Maryland. She died in 1821 and was declared a 

saint  by Pope Paul VI on September 4, 1975. Her feast day is January 4th.  Walk in her 

footsteps at the Mother Seton House on Paca Street and Old Saint Mary's Seminary 

Chapel. The Mother Seton House is the home of the United States' first native-born saint 

and the cradle of the future U.S. parochial system. More information available at

SAINTS ALIVE: ST. ELIZABETH ANN SETON VC 11105     P-I 

At the age of 18, Elizabeth Ann Baily married William Seton.  They lived in New York City and 

raised five children.  When William became sick, Elizabeth took him to Italy with hope that he 

would recover.  William died shortly after arriving in Italy.  Elizabeth turned to God for comfort 

and strength and returned to America and was baptized.  The family moved to Baltimore where 

Elizabeth started the first Catholic parochial school in the United States.  A few years later she 

founded the Sisters of Charity of St. Joseph.  Elizabeth died at the age of 47.  15 minutes

What is National Catholic Schools Week? 

Since 1974, National Catholic Schools Week is the annual celebration of Catholic education in the United 

States. It starts the last Sunday in January and runs all week, which in 2018 is January 28 - February 3. The 

theme for the National Catholic Schools Week 2018 is “Catholic Schools: Learn. Serve. Lead. Succeed.” 

Schools typically observe the annual celebration week with Masses, open houses and other activities for 

students, families, parishioners and community members.
